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1 Major Conclusions 
To establish a powerful financial centre is one of the key conditions to ensure further economic growth of the Republic of Kazakhstan and strengthening its economic and political presence in the Central Asian region and as a part of the Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU). 

The Republic of Kazakhstan has all necessary internal and external competitive edges (geographical location, economic and political stability, favourable tax climate, significant public funds available for external management, EAEU decision to form a uniform financial regulator in Kazakhstan), which can be used to establish Astana International Financial Centre (hereinafter, the “Centre” or AIFC) in the mid-term. 

Establishment of such Centre in Kazakhstan as a key financial centre for the Central Asian region and EAEU is practical as the current objectives aimed, first of all, at the creation of a powerful local financial sector and capital markets commensurate with the scale of the national economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan, are addressed. 
The main vector of the Centre establishment is directed from a local centre to the international one: Astana should first become a full-scale local financial centre (similar to Istanbul, Abu Dhabi, Sao Paulo), which pools the interests of local investors and issuers and supplements (makes an alternative to) the domestic banking sector. Once such a framework is created, the local centre should transform into an international centre (similar to Dubai, Singapore, Hong Kong) oriented at the needs and interests of the wider region. The target audience for AIFC operations and development includes the Central Asian countries, the Caucasus Republics, EAEU, countries of the Middle East and Europe.
Implementation of the Action Plan will have a direct effect of about 1% increase in the non-hydrocarbon gross domestic product (hereinafter, “GDP”) annually until 2025 (this result is close to that of Dubai during the first 10 years after establishment of Dubai International Financial Centre (hereinafter, “DIFC”), or about USD 13.4 billion of absolute cumulative increment in GDP over the period from 2015 to 2025. An additional effect from AIFC establishment will be achieved through the GDP accelerated growth by 1% per year in average, due to inflow of foreign direct investments to Kazakhstan’s capital markets, implementation of new economically sound projects and labour productivity growth. Total cumulative effect from establishment of the Centre, given the direct and indirect impact on GDP, as well as the regional expansion of the Centre, may amount to about USD 40 billion over the period from 2015 to 2025. Moreover, implementation of the concept of the Centre will enable creating more than 2 thousand of highly skilled jobs of international level in Astana.

The Action Plan for AIFC development will be implemented on the basis of two strategic directions:

1. Capital markets. Formation of the liquid capital markets in Kazakhstan will attract more foreign investments and accelerate growth of the national economy. Capital market development will be a meaningful alternative to the banking system and allow mobilizing free cash resources of the country and region in the interests of the market players and for the needs of the national economy;

2. Asset management. Development of the local market and expertise in the area of asset management will enable laying the foundation for development of Kazakhstan’s capital markets due to possible use of resources of the national funds (primarily the National Fund of the Republic of Kazakhstan and Unified Accumulation Pension Fund) for allocation of the leading international asset management companies in the territory of AIFC.

Positioning of Astana as the key financial centre of the region shall be achieved through implementation of two additional strategic directions:

3. Wealth Management for net worth individuals (private banking) will be developed in conjunction with the “asset management” strategic direction in terms of both the services provided to the net worth individuals (affluent segment) and management of repatriated funds
 and borrowed funds on the part of the affluent citizens from the neighbouring countries.
4. Islamic Finance shall be developed on the independent basis as the alternative to traditional retail banking services and a separate direction in development of the capital market. Development of this direction shall require a special legal regulation and management in accordance with the principles of Islamic Finance.

Creating a favourable business environment is a key direction in development of AIFC, which ensures successful implementation of all above-mentioned directions, and covers the following areas:

1) Legal regulation: protection of the legitimate interests of AIFC residents to ensure that AIFC has been established and is operating based on the standards characteristic of the world leading financial centres and on the principles and norms of the English law, using the English language in AIFC for the record management, including legal proceedings;

2) Market and information and telecommunication (“IT”) infrastructure: to provide the market participants with stable communication channels, technologically advanced financial infrastructure and online access to the trading systems for individuals; 
3) Human capital: to create the organizational and legal framework for free movement of highly qualified personnel in order to engage the best international experts in the area of finance and develop and implement the specialised educational programs and standards for the formation of the local expertise in the area of finance;

4) Internal and external logistics: to improve AIFC transport accessibility in relation to the major financial centres and regions;

5) Municipal and social infrastructure: to build the social infrastructure that meets international standards and satisfies the modern living conditions of highly skilled specialists (including foreign specialists) and their families (kindergartens, schools, hospitals, etc.), and to modernise the urban recreation areas and tourism infrastructure (recreation centres, sports and entertainment facilities, shopping malls, etc.)

The success of implementation of the Action Plan for AIFC development as a priority project of national significance directly depends on the well-coordinated actions of the key stakeholders - the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Akimat of Astana and the National Bank of Kazakhstan (hereinafter, the “NB”). These public authorities shall be fully involved in the implementation of the Action Plan and provide full support to its development.

Based upon the foregoing, implementation of the Action Plan for AIFC Establishment and Development involves the transformation of a wide range of institutions and processes. The transformation (as distinct from the evolutionary process) is practicable only subject to comprehensive support of the initiatives on the part of the government and availability of a well-defined mechanism to monitoring the implementation thereof. The most important factor to ensure successful implementation of the Action Plan for AIFC Establishment and Development is to perform the following actions in a package, across the entire spectrum of the action plan, and not on a selective basis, or separately.

2 Keynote Report 
2.1 Vision (Mission) and Directions in Development of Astana International Financial Centre 
AIFC vision (mission) consisting of three main elements has been developed based on the current regional and domestic economic situation:

1) Establishing as a major financial centre for Central Asian countries, the Caucasus Republics, EAEU, the states of Middle East and Europe: it is necessary to employ the favourable internal and external conditions to attract domestic, regional and international investments in the national economy, and the economy of neighbouring countries using the liquid capital markets located in AIFC;

2) Formation of financial expertise and deep regional expertise in asset management (including private banking) and Islamic Finance;

3) Engagement of highly skilled specialists in finance and personnel for support services to work and live permanently in the city of Astana.

AIFC implies a special legal regime that governs relationship of AIFC participants and stakeholders and is aimed at the development of the financial market of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

At the initial stage AIFC will develop as a part of two key strategic directions - capital markets and asset management:
1) Development of Kazakhstan’s capital markets is a strategic direction and its successful implementation is crucial for AIFC. It will be supported by increasing liquidity in the Kazakhstani capital markets and through the systemic measures for promotion of supply (issue of the government securities) and stimulation of demand (local, localised and international management companies, development of the retail segment of asset management through implementation of systemic measures to improve the financial literacy in the Republic of Kazakhstan) in Kazakhstan’s capital markets; 
2) Development of the market and local expertise in asset management is another important strategic direction for AIFC as there are significant asset
 concentrated in the state funds of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
 These assets can be used to stimulate the influx and localisation of the leading international management companies that will act, in the mid-term, as the catalysts for strengthening the internal expertise of local players in asset management.  

It should be noted that development of this strategic direction depends directly on development of the local capital markets in the Republic of Kazakhstan, and primarily, on the growth in the number of assets attractive for investments in Kazakhstan’s markets, and at the expense of multiple increase in turnover and liquidity in Kazakhstan’s markets. 
Two additional strategic directions have a high potential in supporting AIFC development (in spite of the lower economic effect as compared with the key strategic directions outlined above):

1) Wealth management of net worth individuals (hereinafter, “Private Banking”) will be developed as one of the key directions of the domestic and international asset management markets. The growth of this direction shall be achieved through the use of private banking as a supplementary business niche by the localised external management companies; 

2) Islamic Finance market in the Republic of Kazakhstan will be established through stimulating the demand (to consider the possibility of hiring by the government and/or national companies and/or private companies of an international marketing agency, whose work will be aimed at providing market analysis and raising awareness of the banking products, which comply with the principles of Islamic Finance) and formation of an appropriate supply (issue of the government sukuk, attraction and localisation of international banks specialising in Islamic Finance, promotion of domestic banks to issue the Islamic Finance products).

The Action Plan and Vision of AIFC will be implemented in four stages.

Stage 1 - a local centre of expertise: to develop the internationally recognised standards of the financial centre functioning and restore the local players’ confidence in the local capital markets;

Stage 2 - a local market of financial intermediation: to get the regional and international financial institutions interested in AIFC by encouraging the local placement of internal assets attractive for investment, stimulation of capital raising through Kazakhstan’s market, and attraction and maintaining liquidity in the Kazakhstan’s capital markets;
Stage 3 - a local financial centre: to use in full the capital markets to meet the demand for capital of the domestic participants of the financial sector; 

Step 4 - an international financial centre: to use the capacity of the regions of Central Asia, Caucasus, EAEU, Middle East and Europe for attraction of foreign investments to the region through focus on the capital markets of AIFC to generate additional sources of revenues for the national economy.

AIFC will develop organically, under the influence of market factors, as well as under the influence of the state, in those areas, which require an accelerated growth, and will supplement the banking segment of the financial market through providing the additional alternative sources of access and instruments of business financing. Thus, AIFC will become a key driver of the growth for the entire financial sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan, by stimulating and accelerating the rate and scale of the national economy growth.

In addition, it should be noted that implementation of the Action Plan for AIFC Establishment and Development will have a synergistic effect on development of Almaty through opening additional opportunities for Kazakhstan to raise financing and thorough additional influx to the country of the qualified foreign personnel specialising in the financial services. Therefore, by analogy, development of New York as a financial centre of the USA, has a positive impact on development of the whole country and resident companies, e.g., those located in the capital city of Washington, which get access to the markets and services in one centre, where all necessary expertise and infrastructure base is concentrated (expertise concentration factor is an important success factor in the financial centres).

The Republic of Kazakhstan has a unique set of external factors (geopolitical location) and internal factors (political stability, favourable tax climate) for growth due to positioning of Astana as a major financial centre for the region of Central Asia, Caucasus and Middle East and Europe. Decision to locate the future regulator of the financial markets of the Eurasian Economic Union in Kazakhstan is an additional important factor in accelerating the AIFC development.

Detailed arrangements for the strategic directions of the Centre are presented in the Plan of Measures for Implementation of the Action Plan (annex).

2.2 Starting Point for AIFC Development
The President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nazarbayev N.A. in his inaugural speech on 29 April 2015 stated the need to establish Astana Financial Centre with a special status, on the basis of the high-tech infrastructure of Expo-2017, similarly to the world leading financial centres. This initiative, when implemented, will give a fresh impetus to diversification of the economy of Kazakhstan and have a positive impact on both the economic and social factors in the development of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The most important economic effects will be: promotion to economic growth and increase in productivity, formation of a full-fledged financial system in addition to the banking sector, further integration of Kazakhstan into the global economy, and strengthening position of Astana as a major business centre in the Central Asian region. The most important social effects will be: creation of highly skilled jobs, improvement in transparency of the business environment and observance of the ethical business standards (including reduction of corruption), attraction of highly skilled workforce from abroad, and improvement of the living standards in Astana.

AIFC formation will contribute to development of efficient and highly liquid capital markets and industry of the asset management. Moreover, AIFC will move to a new level the development of local expertise in private banking and in Islamic Finance.

In the long term, the comprehensive measures will be taken to create necessary conditions for development of the competitive AIFC compliant with the international standards, and for its entry, by to 2020, in the top 10 financial centres in Asia and top 30 of the world leading financial centres according to the Global Financial Centres Index (GFCI).

To achieve this goal, in accordance with the Edict of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 19 May 2015 “On Astana International Financial Centre and Relocation of the National Bank of the Republic of Kazakhstan to the city of Astana” (hereinafter – the “Edict of the President”) it is proposed to formalise a special status of the Centre in the legislation. A special economic zone AIFC (hereinafter - FEZ AIFC) is proposed to be established in the territory of the international specialised exhibition EXPO-2017 within the boundaries of the city of Astana.

It should be also noted that setting up the unified financial regulator of the Eurasian Economic Union in Kazakhstan by 2025 under the established AIFC will accelerate integration of Kazakhstan into EAEU and economy of the Central Asia with due regard to the interests of the national economy.

Capital markets
Currently Kazakhstani capital market is illiquid and its size does not match the size of Kazakhstan’s economy. Stock and bond markets capitalisation to GDP ratio is at the level of 12% and 14%, respectively, which is well below the best practices (40 - 45% for stock market and 130 - 135% for the bond market). 
Price ranges (spreads) for the most traded instruments are at the abnormally high levels and come up to 4%, which negatively affects the trading volumes and investment attractiveness of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange. Most of Kazakhstani issuers raise capital in foreign stock markets (primarily on London Stock Exchange).

Kazakhstan’s capital market experiences an acute shortage of high-quality and liquid instruments. This situation results in a lack of interest to Kazakhstan’s capital market on the part of the investors. The domestic companies, in their turn, do not consider the Kazakhstan Stock Exchange as a real mechanism for capital raising.

Asset management
Starting from 2007, the number of asset management companies in Kazakhstan has dropped significantly. Up to date, this sector of economy has been consolidated by the state that controls, fully or partially, more than 95% of all assets in the industry.

Ten pension assets management companies left the market and were closed and the assets they managed have been consolidated in the Unified Accumulation Pension Fund (hereinafter, the “UAPF”). The insurance company assets management has not evolved in the Kazakhstani market. The local market of asset management of retail investors in the form of unit investment funds is at the stage of its formation and does not demonstrate any pronounced upward trends.

Private Banking Market 
Kazakhstani population has accumulated significant wealth. Affluent
 and rich
 citizens own, collectively, capital worth of approximately USD 32 billion, and from 2006 to 2014 this amount in the region increased annually, in average, by 18%. According to the experts, every year about USD 8.2 billion is exported from the country. The wealth of the customers in the neighbouring countries of Central Asia and Northern Caucasus (primarily, Azerbaijan, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan) accounts for 25% of the wealth of the Kazakhstani customers. 

Affluent citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan keep their money mostly on deposits with the domestic banks, while rich citizens - predominantly in foreign offshore territories. The international financial institutions usually use the “travelling office” model in dealing with the affluent and rich clients in Kazakhstan; they fly to Kazakhstan from the head offices as needed.

Low demand for Private Banking services in Kazakhstan has been due to the following main reasons:

1) a limited offer of non-banking products and low quality of services (in fact, just a queue-less offer of traditional banking products);

2) lack of confidence in the financial system of the country;

3) low awareness and limited transport accessibility (for customers of other countries).

Development of Private Banking in Kazakhstan is prevented by:

1) a high proportion of capital held abroad, and as a result, a relatively small size of the domestic market;

2) insufficient qualifications of the employees (or excessively high labour cost of the eligible staff);

3) prohibition for the local banks to receive an agency fees and absence of possibility to provide products of foreign private banks.

Islamic Finance 
The Islamic Finance market in the Republic of Kazakhstan is at the beginning of its development: the population is poorly informed about the essence of Islamic Finance; the offer is limited to one Islamic bank that serves the corporate clients, and there are no professionals in the area of Islamic Finance.

The leadership of the Republic of Kazakhstan has set out a policy for development of Islamic Finance and phased formation of the Islamic Finance Centre. An important initiative has been implemented in this area - to incorporate the basic norms governing the issues of localisation of foreign financial institutions of Islamic Finance into the national legislation 

2.3 Expected Outcome
By 2025, AIFC contribution to GDP of Kazakhstan will be about USD 40 billion
, including USD 12.1 billion of AIFC direct contribution to the GDP of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Services to the customer from the states of Central Asia, Caucasus, EAEU, Middle East and Europe are expected to contribute about USD 8 billion to GDP. 
Additional indirect impact on the GDP of the Republic of Kazakhstan shall be due to accelerated growth of the real sector of the national economy that will get access to the capital. Econometric studies conducted by the World Bank experts have shown that economies with effective and highly liquid capital markets are growing, in average, by 1-1.7% faster than the economies, which do not have this sector of economy. In making calculations for the Action Plan for AIFC Establishment and Development, a conservative estimate has been adopted as a basis: economic growth in Kazakhstan will increase by ~ 1%, or approximately USD 19 billion for the period of 2015 - 2025.

In addition, more than 2,300 highly qualified jobs will be created on the basis of AIFC. 

Asset Management 
Implementation of a set of measures aimed at the localisation of the international external management companies may, in long term, form a local market of asset management (hereinafter – AuM) of USD 123 billion in 2025. In this case, at least 17% of these funds will be invested in the local capital markets of the Republic of Kazakhstan (about USD 23 billion).

Additionally, only due to the localisation of external management companies, over 80-100 additional highly qualified jobs (excluding formation of the market of domestic asset management companies) will be created by 2025; at least ¾ of said jobs will be reserved for the domestic experts to be hired. Contribution to GDP until 2025 would amount to about USD 800 million
.

Capital Markets
As a part of the capital markets, before 2015 USD 351 billion are planned to be attracted in the real sector of economy through the Kazakhstani capital market. This, as expected, will accelerate the rate of economic growth by 1% of GDP per year.

There will be created approximately 900 - 1100 highly skilled jobs for specialists in the capital markets. This sector will contribute totally about USD 12.1 billion
 to Kazakhstan GDP during 2015 - 2025.

Private Banking Market
During 2015 - 2025, the domestic and localised banks will contribute USD 200 million
 to GDP at the expense of commissions charged for asset management of the clients from affluent and rich customer segments. Localisation of the international companies and strengthening of legislation as a part of protection of a bank secret will allow building by 2025 a sector with total assets under management of about USD 8.3 billion, including USD 1.3 billion of cash that the citizens of Kazakhstan have removed abroad in previous years.

Development of this direction will create about 700 - 1000 jobs as a part of AIFC.
Islamic Finance
Potentially the total assets of Islamic Finance could reach as high as USD 45.8 billion by 2025, including the banking system assets of USD 36.6 billion
 and capital market instruments (sukuk and investment funds) of USD 9.2 billion. It will contribute about USD 300 million
 to GDP during 2015 - 2025. Development of this direction will allow creating about 110 - 130 jobs as part of AIFC.

2.4 Strategic Direction “Development of Capital Markets” 
Capital market is a part of the financial market of the Republic of Kazakhstan, where the money is redistributed by means of buying and selling various types of securities (shares, bonds, derivative securities, etc.). Development of the liquid and well-balanced capital market is one of the priorities in the strategy of AIFC development. The successful implementation of this objective will make possible to build an effective mechanism for redistribution of resources in the economy, which, in its turn, can accelerate the economic growth by more than 1% of GDP annually and create over a thousand of new highly skilled jobs, according to the World Bank. Development of the capital market will be a strong alternative to the banking system and allow mobilising the available cash resources of the country and the region in the interests of the market players and the needs of the national economy.

The enormous work has been already done in this direction up to date: a well-elaborated regulatory framework has been developed, and People’s IPOs have been successfully conducted by KazTransOil JSC and KEGOC JSC, as a result of said IPOs people at large have got access to a high quality financial instrument. 
However, it should be noted that much work still needs to be done in this direction. The local capital market is still unbalanced: foreign currency and REPO transactions account for 96% of all transactions in the market. Bond and stock markets remain illiquid and have little trading volume (4% of the total trading on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange) and very high spreads (11% in average).

To address this problem, it is necessary, first, to increase the demand for capital on the part of the real economy and public sectors by offering a wide range of financial instruments. Second, it is required to stimulate the demand for capital on the part of Kazakhstan’s retail investors, international and local institutional investors. Third, it is necessary to bring the infrastructure of Kazakhstan’s capital market in compliance with the international standards. Fourth, it is required to consider the possibility to provide the tax incentives to the AIFC participants. Fifth, it is essential to develop the financial market infrastructure, primarily through the update of IT-infrastructure, trading of the stock market instruments, clearing systems and supervision systems.

2.4.1 Overview of the Strategic Direction 
Kazakhstan's capital markets have never recovered from the financial crisis of 2007 – 2008. In 2014, the volume of trading on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange was about 44% (USD 115 billion) below its pre-crisis levels in 2008. Consolidation of all pension funds in Kazakhstan into the UAPF has also had a negative impact. Consolidation has substantially reduced the liquidity in the secondary market of the government and corporate bonds. Price ranges of corporate bonds have nearly doubled from 2.31% in 2007 to 4.51% in 2014. Price ranges of treasury bonds have increased similarly: from 1.12% in 2007 to 3.29% in 2014. 
One should note the fact of the capital market imbalance: forex transactions and REPO transactions account for 96% of all trading volumes. In addition, the market capitalisation of the share capital on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange is only 12% of GDP and that of the debt capital is 14% of GDP, which is well below the potential levels of 40 - 45% and 130 - 135%, respectively. It should be mentioned that Kazakhstan Stock Exchange uses the market capitalisation values of 12% and 14% of GDP for the share capital and debt capital, respectively, taking into account placement of these instruments in foreign markets, while the real capitalisation of the share capital and debt capital placed on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange is about 1% of GDP in both cases.

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In addition to the low trading volumes, the range of high quality and liquid financial instruments is very limited - eight instruments only, while the market of financial derivatives is virtually absent.

Corporate governance standards have the potential for improvements in terms of the protection of the rights of minority shareholders. The current infrastructure of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange is one of the best among CIS countries in terms of procedures for the registration, clearing and settlement; however, to be in line with the best international practices KASE information systems and communication channels with other financial centres need to be upgraded.

Thus, currently the capital markets of the Republic of Kazakhstan are at the early stage of their development.

2.4.2 Potential 
Implementation of the major arrangements under the strategic direction “Development of Capital Markets” designated in the Plan of Measures for implementation of the Action Plan (Annex) will have direct and long-term positive effect on the economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

First, the potential for revitalisation of the capital market through placement of the debt capital and share capital of the companies from the real sector of the economy and state sector of the economy during 2015 – 2025 is estimated at about USD 351 billion. Given the scale of Kazakhstan economy and requirements in the resources for further development and investment, the role of capital markets in achievement of the objectives of growth is difficult to overestimate.

Second, the direct cumulative effect on Kazakhstan GDP during 2015 - 2025 could reach a total of about USD 12 billion. This amount has been derived using the methodology of the International Monetary Fund and is a sum of the estimated volume of services provided, less the intermediate consumption, such as services of financial intermediation (fees of the investment bankers, traders, brokers and dealers), professional services for participants of the capital market (auditors, lawyers, IT experts, etc.) and AIFC administration services (AIFC management and court procedures).

Third, over 1,000 new jobs will be created as part of AIFC itself to provide all above-mentioned services within the frameworks of just only one direction - “Development of capital markets”.
The indirect effect of implementation of the AIFC new strategy will comprise a positive impact of efficiently functioning capital markets on the rate of growth of the economy as a whole - it will grow faster by about 1% per year. 
View of the Market Participants 
88% of the interviewed professional players of the financial sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan have mentioned development of the capital market as one of the strategic directions for further development of AIFC. According to the professional players, the potential for development of this direction is estimated in terms of the amount of capital attracted to the real economy through the capital markets, with the targeted level being USD 80 - 500 billion by 2025.

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Capital demand
Issue of treasury bonds worth of USD 91 billion and infrastructure bonds worth of USD 60 billion during 2015-2025 can make the most significant contribution to attraction of capital of USD 351 billion to Kazakhstan’s markets.
Treasury bonds should have different maturities ranging from 3 months to 30 years. In this regard the major focus should be placed on the short-term (under one year) instruments to generate a normal yield curve. Moreover, the placement should be done exclusively through Kazakhstan Stock Exchange and on a competitive basis, and not only using the UAPF resources but also through attraction of other institutional investors (to ensure development of the secondary market and maintain liquidity).
Size of placement should increase gradually with respect to the planned level of budget deficit in each year. The ratio of placement of treasury bonds to the estimated size of the budget deficit should be as follows:

during 2015 - 2017 - approximately 1

during 2018 - 2019 - approximately 1.1

during 2020 - 2022 - approximately 1.2

during 2023 - 2025 – it shall grow by 0.1 per year and reach a value of about 1.5 by 2025.
International Experience 
In countries with the sufficiently developed capital markets such as the USA and Australia, the issue of treasury bonds often exceeds the size of a planned budget deficit by several times. The main focus is placed on the issue of short-term debt instruments (with 1 - 3 – 5 year maturity). This step allows maintaining a normal “risk-free” yield curve, which, in its turn, results in formation of the adequate pricing mechanisms for a wide range of capital market instruments; increases liquidity; enhances system stability and reduces the volatility of the capital market in general.

Implementation of the following initiatives in respect of the private and public companies can increase the capital demand by about USD 144 billion:

1)
to redirect the capital demand on the part of Kazakhstan large business from foreign stock exchanges to Kazakhstan’s capital market;

2)
to place the shares of a number of quasi-public sector companies on the stock exchange;

3) 
to stimulate domestic private companies to allocate capital on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange;

4)
to increase, to the extent possible, the volume of shares in public float on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange from 10% to 25%;

5) 
to carry out IPOs with due account of the minimum required placement of at least 25% to the outstanding stocks. 
International development institutions (Eurasian Bank for Reconstruction and Development, IFC and others) may finance the local projects using financial instruments listed on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange. These organisations use very careful and qualitative approach to the process of investment and may serve as a kind of “high quality mark” of the particular projects. In addition, they will take certain risk on its balance sheet. As a result, a new class of highly qualitative and liquid instruments will appear on Kazakhstan’s capital market.

Large joint ventures in oil and gas sector and mining and metallurgical complex (for example, Tengizchevroil, Karachaganak Petroleum Operating, North Caspian Operating Company, PetroKazakhstan, ERG, KAZ Minerals, Kazatomprom and others) can finance the replenishment of the working capital and implementation of investment programs in terms of the “local content” through Kazakhstan’s capital markets. This will allow placing about USD 35 billion of high-quality financial instruments in Kazakhstan market. Implementation of this program will also enable joint ventures to minimise their currency risks, as the financing will be provided and related costs will be incurred in the national currency.

The financial instrument called “Exchange Traded Fund” (hereinafter, “ETF”), which is widely used on the Western trading floors, is quite understandable and transparent for the potential investors. The initiative for implementation of this instrument (in the first instance) and other instruments tied up to the highly liquid assets in Kazakhstan’s capital market can be realised easily enough. For example, the cost of ETF establishment is relatively low (about USD 0.5 - 1.5 million), and ETF establishment will take about three months only. The widespread use of ETF in the Kazakhstan’s market as an additional tool to improve liquidity will contribute to the financial literacy of the population, and may have positive impact on the trading volumes and liquidity. In the long term, as the demand establishes, other similar stock market instruments (e.g. Exchange Traded Note - ETN) may develop.

Selection of the broker companies to perform function of the ETF manager will be realised through setting requirements to the minimum capitalisation of broker companies, after analysis of the legal framework governing the activities of exchange traded funds. It is necessary to explore the amendments to the relevant legislative acts to launch the financial instruments of this type in Kazakhstan’s market. The necessary level of support will be provided to the selected broker companies to launch ETFs (to open an opportunity for obtaining funds from Kazakhstan development institutions to replenish capitalisation of the brokers engaged in this activity). Moreover, it is necessary to consider a future list of similar financial instruments with a view of further development thereof as a part of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange (e.g. ETN and others) and inclusion an additional stock market instrument – bank certificates of deposit - in the list. In addition, there will considered a matter of making amendments to the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Securities Market” in terms of formation and development of Islamic and other lease certificates.

Exchange Traded Funds (ETF)

Exchange Traded Funds have gained enormous popularity in the investment community. Over the past 10 years, this class of instruments have demonstrated exponential growth rates: in 2005 the total assets under management were USD 416 billion, while as at 25 October 2014, this figure reached USD 2.5 trillion.

This class of assets enjoys such popularity due to three factors: first, ETF allows diversifying the risk as against the classical investment instruments; second, asset management fee is ten times less than that of the traditional asset management companies; third, ETF is easy to establish (establishment may take about 3 months, and the administrative expenses may amount to about USD 0.5 - 1.5 million).

To organise the process a sponsoring company shall be required. Usually a unit investment fund acts in the capacity of a sponsoring company, which determines the structure of the exchange traded fund and repurchases a portfolio of financial instruments, the behaviour of which it will simulate. This portfolio is kept in the custodian bank, while the unit investment fund acts as the trust portfolio manager.

A unit investment fund subdivides the portfolio into retail units of small size, and each of these units reproduces the behaviour of the entire portfolio. Then the investment banks and brokers are involved in the operation; they sell retail units to the end investors. The comfort lies in the fact that the retail unit may simulate behaviour of a very large portfolio, to which the retail investors have a limited access. 

Supply of capital
One of the directions in development of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange is to start a sector for shares of the subsoil use companies in the listing of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange. This segment is the largest in the structure of the economy
, which is characterised by the growing needs in financing, and which is one of the most attractive for the investors. Development of this segment will require changes in the legal framework, while implementation will result in the increased capacity (and volumes) to meet the supply and demand for issuers and investors in the stock market. The method for implementation of this initiative is to open an additional segment of the market (special listing rules and information disclosure regulations, accelerated conversion of geological reporting standards to the international standards such as JORC), which meets the requirements of start-ups (companies at the stage of exploration) and mining companies without establishment of a separate trading floor.

Possibly, an appropriate measure would be to provide the local leaders in asset management with the opportunity to manage the resources held in the state funds (e.g. National Fund), in the amount of about USD 1 billion within the period from 2018 to 2021, with the following increase of the amount of the mandate each year by USD 1 billion, which will bring the size of the portfolio up to USD 4 billion by 2025 per one asset manager (management commitments are the conditions of a special contract). This step would have allowed increasing significantly the liquidity in the market.

By 2025, the total savings of Kazakhstani population would amount to about USD 55 billion, and bank deposits would not be an effective means to save these funds any longer. However, if they are redirected to the Kazakhstani capital market through the unit investment funds, they may be a good source of liquidity.

Insurance companies may also become an active source of supply in Kazakhstan’s capital market given that there is an active policy for development of the insurance sector, especially the lines of compulsory insurance and life insurance.

Neighbouring countries of Kazakhstan have excess liquidity in the amount of USD 300 billion, and a significant portion thereof may enter the Kazakhstani capital markets should the interesting investment opportunities are available.

It is proposed to develop the capital markets within the frameworks of four main stages of AIFC formation (subdivision of the objectives into stages is indicative).

The first stage “Local Centre of Expertise” stipulates:

1) issue and ensuring stable and predictable throughout the year (according to the plan) placement of government treasury bonds, that will allow forming a really functioning risk-free yield curve;

2) determination of the list of the companies of the National Welfare Fund “Samruk-Kazyna” JSC, which are the most attractive in terms of investment to conduct their IPO in the amount of not less than 25% of the outstanding shares for a wide range of investors (domestic and international) on the organised securities market of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

3) issue of corporate bonds by the public and private companies;

4) development of IT-infrastructure of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange.

As a part of the second stage “Local Centre of Financial Intermediation” it shall be required to consider the possibility: 
1) to conduct SPO of “blue chips” with increase of the share of capital in free float to no less than 25% of the outstanding shares. In case of direct sale of the liquid companies through direct auctions, to provide for in the sales terms an obligation of mandatory listing of a part of the capital on a stock exchange within next few years after closing of a deal;

2) to conduct IPO on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange of the quasi-public sector companies with the placement of at least 25% of the total outstanding shares on the Kazakhstan Stock Exchange (including shares placed during the IPO);

3) to conduct IPO of private companies;
4) to carry out activities to support Kazakhstan issuers and encourage their return to attract funding through Kazakhstan Stock Exchange;

5) to bring ETF instrument to the market.

The third stage “Local Financial Centre” provides for:

1)
issue of the debt capital and share capital of private companies, and activation of the floor for the companies with small- and mid-capitalisation;

2)
the launch of the mechanism of cross-trading with other stock trading floors.

At the fourth stage, beginning from 2025, Kazakhstan’s capital markets will start providing services at the international level (in other countries of Central Asia, Caucasus, EAEU, Middle East and Europe).

2.5 Strategic Direction “Development of Asset Management Market and Expertise”
Asset management is a professional management of portfolios of different types of securities and other assets based on the trust management agreement, which is aimed at generating income for the investors. Both companies and individuals will act as investors (either directly or through collective investment). Development of the asset management market and expertise is a strategic direction of further development of AIFC. Localisation (opening a representative office, including servicing of the portfolio of assets under management in Astana) of the leading international asset management companies (hereinafter - AMC) and formation of the strong domestic expertise in asset management, which level meets the best international practices, will enable differentiating AIFC as the main centre for asset management in Central Asia. Stable domestic asset management market will contribute to the formation of a liquid local capital market, attract foreign investments into the national economy, professionalise the labour market and create a cluster of the supporting services.
.
Astana has already had the real advantages necessary to be established as a regional centre for asset management. These advantages include significant amounts of funds available for management, favourable tax climate, and economic and political stability.
At the same time, the asset management market in the Republic of Kazakhstan is far from the state of the international market due to the dominant position of the state and undeveloped retail asset management sector.

To develop further this strategic direction it is necessary to implement a set of additional measures aimed at localisation of the leading external MCs in the local market and formation of the internal competence in asset management with the domestic market players.

It should be mentioned that the government must act as a catalyst to foster and strengthen the domestic players and attract external MCs to Astana. 
2.5.1 Overview of the Strategic Direction 
After a short burst of activity during the period before the beginning of the global financial crisis (2005-2006) the market of asset management contracted significantly and practically was formed as a market of a sole participant represented by the National Bank. While in 2009, the assets under management of the private MCs of the Republic of Kazakhstan accounted for about USD 14 billion - 25% of all assets under management (hereinafter, “AuM”), by 2014 this amount was just about USD 4 billion or up to 3% of all AuM (about USD 135 billion).
Market of Private Investor Asset Management 
Starting in 2007, the number of companies engaged in the institutional and retail asset management dropped significantly. According to the NB, during the period from 2007 to 2014 the number of non-bank brokerage companies decreased from 45 to 21, and that of the investment companies - from 35 to 26.

Market of Institutional Investor Asset Management 
Taking into account the unsatisfactory results of the investment management of pension savings of the citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan by 10 private management companies (where return on investments was below the inflation rate), pension savings of the citizens
 have been consolidated under the management of UAPF, which is subordinated to the NB.
Asset management of a large, by the world standards, class of institutional investors and insurance companies
  – did not develop in the local market of the Republic of Kazakhstan. During the period from 2007 to 2014 the weighted average growth of AuM of insurance companies was 12% and did not exceed USD 2 billion in absolute terms (about 2% of all local AuM as of November 2014). Slow development rate of the life insurance market, as well as transfer of 80% of the accumulated insurance reserves for reinsurance abroad, were the major obstacles for development of the market of insurance assets management.
 
Market of retail investor asset management
During the period from 2007 to 2014, despite the moderate weighted average growth (about 5%) of the assets transferred under the management of the qualified MCs by the retail investors, that were managed in the legal form of the unit investment funds (hereinafter - UIF), the local market of retail investor asset management was at the early stage of its development, and had no any distinct tendencies towards increase. Thus, according to the National Bank, during the period from 2007 to 2014, a number of UIFs of all types decreased almost by half - from 168 to 88 - and the total number of private investors that had invested in local UIFs of all types did not exceed 600 stockholders.
. In this case, AuM placed with the closed-end UIFs accounted for about 99.7% of all AuM (about USD 3 billion) in the total amount of funds transferred by the private investors under the management of the qualified MCs. Funds of classical private retail investors invested in open-end and interval UIFs do not exceed USD 6 million. Tax optimisation through the placement of funds in the closed-end UIFs appeared to be an impetus for stimulation of the market recovery; however, the low level of financial literacy and confidence of the population of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the non-traditional financial instruments, and weak financial market conditions (low profitability, liquidity, access to financial instruments) caused the imbalance.

Therefore, currently the market of asset management of private institutional and retail investors in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan is at the early stage of its development.
Market of state fund asset management
The state represented by the NB controls funds available in the National Fund (about USD 77 billion as of November 2014), gold and foreign exchange reserves (about USD 27 billion as of November 2014), and the funds of the UAPF (about USD 26 billion as of November 2014). These funds, in the aggregate, amount to USD 135 billion or 96% of all AuM of the local origin.

It should be noted that if the historical growth rates of the gold and foreign exchange reserves are preserved and the conservative official forecasts on the dynamics in movements of the National Fund and UAPF funds
 are realised, the total amount of AuM of the public funds will be around USD 400 billion by 2025, and exceed, by many times, the asset base under the private management (USD 10 billion). This trend evidences the preservation of the dominant and major role of the state in the formation of a local asset management market, on the basis of which the proposals are generated for this strategic direction. The state should consider the possibility to develop funds and form a professional environment primarily through the management of the resources of the National Fund and UAPF and subsequently those of the retail investors.

2.5.2 Potential
The implementation of four key measures of the strategic direction “Development of Asset Management Market and Expertise” set out in the Plan of Measures for Implementation of the Action Plan (Annex) will have a long-lasting positive impact on formation of the local market and expertise in asset management in AIFC. The direct benefits from development of this strategic direction shall include the following:

First, implementation of a set of actions aimed at localisation of the international external managements companies can - in the long term - create a local market for asset management. Thus, localisation of external MCs will allow managing the funds of about 123 USD billion in 2025 from Astana, with simultaneous creation of the environment for professional managers in Kazakhstani market and localisation of registration of income of these companies generated from management in the Republic of Kazakhstan. In this case, not less than 17% of these funds will be invested in the local capital markets of the Republic of Kazakhstan (about USD 23 billion).

Second, development of specialisation in asset management within the frameworks of AIFC is aimed at increasing the expertise of local MCs and deepening the professionalisation of the local representatives of the financial sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Implementation of the recommendations will create more than 80 additional highly qualified jobs related to asset management by 2025. In this regard, at least ¾ of jobs will be assigned to local professionals in the asset management.

Third, during the period from 2015 to 2025, the revenues of the domestic and localised MCs will bring about USD 800 million to the budget of the Republic of Kazakhstan (cumulatively) at the expense of commissions for management of funds of the state and private investors.

In addition, the most important advantage of the asset management market formation is creation of a professional environment of the managers that ensure supply of funds for capital market instruments. In this regard, the strategic directions “Capital Market” and “Asset Management” are the main complementary elements of the ecosystem of future AIFC, in which one direction cannot exist stably without the other direction.

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In addition to the direct strategic benefits, strengthening of the local expertise in asset management will contribute to achievement of the related socio-economic objectives, including:

1) attraction of funds of the regional and international investors (through the localised MCs) to Kazakhstan capital markets;

2) provision of the local institutional and retail investors with access to a world-class product solutions in asset management;

3) increased return on invested funds for Kazakhstani investors due to improvement of competition between local and localised players;

4) tax revenues from the activities of the MCs and companies providing ancillary activities;

5) attraction of attention of the skilled able-bodied young people to development of the career in finance and asset management; and
6) development of Astana as the main centre for education in the area of corporate finance and asset management in Central Asia.

View of the Market Participants
80% of the interviewed professional players of the financial sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan mentioned development of the local market and expertise in asset management as one of the strategic directions for further development of AIFC. The potential for development of this direction, according to the participants, is estimated at the target level of USD 150 - 200 billion before 2025, in the form of the volume of AuM under management of the local and localised MCs.

Development of the strategic direction related to strengthening of the local expertise in asset management is proposed to be implemented within the frameworks of four basic stages of AIFC formation.

As a part of the first stage - “Local Centre of Expertise” - it is provided for to consider the possibility to hold activities (reverse auctions) for redistribution of public funds with a view of their further transfer under management of the international MCs, in exchange for their localisation (opening a representative office in the territory of AIFC). External MCs will localise marketing and distribution functions to conclude agency agreements with the regional banks to sell their own international investment products in the local market and search for the alternative sources of business both in the Republic of Kazakhstan and in the neighbouring countries of the Central Asian region (development of the private banking market); to participate in development of the capital market through working out of proposals for such fast-growing worldwide instruments as ETF
 or Global Depositary Receipt (“GDR”) 
.

During the second stage – “Centre of Financial Intermediation” - to develop the local expertise in asset management it is practicable to consider the possibility of engaging the qualified pre-certified and pre-selected local MCs in management of the UAPF funds. Additionally, as the local markets of capital management grow, it will be necessary to localise in the territory of AIFC the analytical departments of the external MCs, comprising of a team of qualified domestic analysts under the guidance of the engaged external professional portfolio manager.

During the third stage – “Local Financial Centre” - the process of localisation of the external MCs will continue, while the process of redistribution of public funds from the external MCs to the localised MCs will be completed. Every year the domestic and localised players will take part in the tender and compete for the right to manage the UAPF funds and actively develop Kazakhstan’s market of management of assets obtained from other sources.

As a part of the fourth stage of the AIFC formation – “International Financial Centre” - the process of localisation of foreign MCs - strategic partners of AIFC will be completed by formation of their own local team of portfolio managers, consisting of the external experts and local professionals. Localised MCs will include financial instruments presented in Kazakhstan’s capital markets in the form of their own specialised investment portfolios made of assets of the emerging markets.

It should be noted that a prerequisite for successful development of the asset management market at the third stage and fourth stage is the activation of the capital market (see Section 2.4), as the concentration of professional expertise (team of managers and functions that require the maximum professional training) at the level of Kazakhstan (versus to non-remote mode operation) is feasible only if there is a need for analysis and research in the close proximity to the market, on which the investments are made.

International experience 
The Monetary Authority of Singapore (MAS) was purposefully focused on development of the local asset management market as one of the key drivers of growth of Singapore financial centre. In this regard, MAS was given a task to position Singapore as a major centre for asset management concentrated in the Asian region and belonging to both local and foreign clients.

To implement this task MAS developed and implemented initiatives related to the tax and financial incentives aimed at localisation of foreign MCs in the domestic market.

Thus, after the 1998 crisis in the Asian stock market, the Board of Directors of the Central Provident Fund announced the redistribution of assets within the Fund and allocation of USD 21 billion for the foreign MCs subject to their localisation in the domestic market.

Additionally, as a part of localisation of the external MCs, the Government Investment Corporation of Singapore, beginning in 1999, provided about USD 20 billion under the management on terms of co-financing of the mandate of the international MCs using their own funds and investing part of the funds in the capital markets of Singapore to enhance their liquidity.

As a part of the tax incentives for the process of localisation of external MCs in Singapore, MAS introduced grading of the investment MCs. Thus, MCs referred by MAS to Category 2 (Approved Fund Managers) received preferential 10% tax charged on commission for management of any assets, and on other types of income (e.g. advisory services related to investment of funds). MAS also lobbied the possibility to introduce tax holidays for foreign MCs that manage – from Singapore - funds of foreign investors exceeding USD 3 billion. These companies were categorised by MAS as Category 1 MCs.

According to the MAS, as a result of these measures (along with other directions of development of the asset management market) at the end of 2014 more than 300 international MCs were localised in the territory of the financial centre of Singapore, which manages about USD 1.4 trillion. Moreover, only 20% of the AuM are of the local origin.

2.6 Additional Direction “Development of the Private Banking Market”
Private Banking is a professional management of well-being of the private individuals, which implies provision of a set of financial services, both of the savings and investment nature, to the segments of affluent and rich customers. Development of the Private Banking Market is a complementary direction in AIFC development. The potential of development of this direction is associated with activation of demand for the Private Banking services carried out through creation of the high-quality supply (via localisation of international players, promotion of partnerships of Kazakhstani financial institutions with international players and local investment companies, training and certification of the staff) and keeping the bank secret.

Private Banking will be developed in conjunction with the development of the asset management market and expertise. Association with development of the asset management market is conditioned by the need to localise the international players in the Private Banking market, which may be implemented concurrently with the localisation of the international asset management companies, many of which have the Private Banking divisions. Availability of the Private Banking division could be one of the criteria for selection of the asset management company.

2.6.1 Overview of the Strategic Direction 
The population of Kazakhstan owns significant accumulated wealth. According to the Datamonitor, the liquid assets of segments of the affluent customers (those who own liquid assets of  USD 50 thousand to USD 1 million) and rich customers (owning liquid assets of above USD 1 million) in the country in 2014 amounted to USD 32 billion, and the growth rate during 2006-2014 was 18%. At the same time, according to the experts, every year about USD 8.2 billion of private savings are exported from the country. 
Up to date, the segment of affluent clients who do not have access to the international companies, which serve the affluent clients (Private Banking) has accumulated in Kazakhstan about USD 22 billion of liquid assets. The funds are placed mostly on deposits, and this is due to the fact that this type of savings ensures the relatively high security level and investment return, on the one part, and the limited supply of investment products in the market and, therefore, very limited capacity to invest in the money market instruments (a real alternative to the capital preservation is investment in real estate or export of the assets abroad to invest in foreign markets), on the other part.
Wealth of the segment of rich customers is primarily located abroad and served by the international banks. According to Datamonitor, in 2014 only USD 10 billion of liquid assets remained in Kazakhstan. According to the experts, capital amnesty
 launched in September 2014 and introduction of general declaration of the household income planned in 2017 will allow returning about USD 5-6 billion to Kazakhstan.

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At the regional level, the most attractive market appears to be the market of the Russian Federation. Liquid assets of the affluent and rich segments of customers in the Russian Federation, according to Datamonitor, are estimated at about USD 824 billion. Moreover, about USD 200 billion were legally exported from the country; should the “shadow” sector is taken into account, this estimate could be as high as USD 1 trillion
. 
Wealth of the customers in neighbouring countries of Central Asia and Northern Caucasus (first of all Azerbaijan, Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan, Tajikistan and Kyrgyzstan) is 25% of the wealth of Kazakhstan's potential customers

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Despite the considerable wealth of the population of Kazakhstan and neighbouring countries, the Private Banking direction in the country does not practically exist. Most of Kazakhstan financial institutions offer the clients from the affluent and rich segments the mass banking products with the best services. The existing local investment companies are operating independently. International Private Banking companies that serve clients from Kazakhstan are not localised. Customer relations managers responsible for business development in the CIS countries and Kazakhstan, as a rule, tend to work using the “travelling office” model and arrive in Kazakhstan to deal with clients from the head office.

The main reasons for low demand for Private Banking services in Kazakhstan are as follows:

1)
limited offer of non-banking products, low quality of services (in fact, they just offer traditional banking products queue-less);

2)
lack of confidence in the financial system of the country and the low level of protection of the rights of market participants;

3)
poor awareness and limited transport accessibility (for customers from other countries).

Development of Private Banking in Kazakhstan is prevented by:

1)
high proportion of capital held abroad, and, as a result, a relatively small size of the domestic market;

2) 
low professional qualification of the employees (or too high cost of labour of the eligible staff).
2.6.2 Potential
Implementation of seven key measures of the strategic direction “Development of Private Banking” specified in the Plan of Measures (Annex) will allow forming the Private Banking market in Kazakhstan, developing the expertise, reducing the capital outflow from the country and attracting foreign capital in the national economy.

First, localisation of the international Private Banking companies, establishment of partnerships between Kazakhstan banks and international private banking companies or Kazakhstan investment companies, as well as activation of the demand may form a local private banking market in the long term. As a result, formation of the supply of investment products and private banking services will allow raising funds of the affluent segment clients in the amount of USD 2.5 billion by 2025
. Activation of additional demand (repatriation of capital of Kazakhstani citizens, attraction of funds of the customers from neighbouring countries) will raise additionally USD 5.9 billion
.

Second, localisation of the international private banking companies and launch of a program of training and certification of the employees dealing with the private banking clients will generate the expertise in the private wealth management. Implementation of the recommendations will result in creation of about 1,000 jobs
 for the bankers and customer managers.

In the third place, during the period from 2015 to 2025 the revenues of the domestic and localised banks will contribute about USD 200 million (cumulatively) to the GDP of the Republic of Kazakhstan at the expense of the commission fees charged for the wealth management of the clients from the affluent and rich segments.  

In addition, a number of arrangements related to localisation of the international companies and enhancement of a banking secret will allow to get back to Kazakhstan by 2025, USD 0.8 billion taken out by the citizens of Kazakhstan.  
Best practices: Code of Conduct for Private Banking Services, Singapore
Code of Conduct for Private Banking Services was developed by the Private Banking Advisory Group founded in 2010 to foster professional standards, enhance transparency to clients and confidence in the private banking industry in Singapore. This Code sets out standards of good practice on competency and market conduct expected of financial institutions (including their staff) operating in Singapore which are providing financial services to high net worth individuals.  Code of Conduct is structured as follows:
Competency
1)
Assessment of competences: mandatory assessment of competencies (questions involving knowledge of the products and market conduct);
2)
Continuing professional development: at least 15 hours of professional development per employee per year (including trainings, lectures, seminars, online courses).
Market conduct
1)
Professionalism: description of the ethical values and principles, the need to include the value-related clauses in the employment contracts;
2)
Customer relations management: description of the standards “know your customer”, conducting consultations, information disclosure, confidentiality and compliance

3)
Operating model: Operating Model Implementation Guide

Private Banking direction will be developed in four phases based on localisation of international banks in Astana and focusing primarily on the affluent customer segment.

At the stage of “Local Centre of Expertise”. Localisation of the functions of sales and consulting of the international private banking companies as a part of localisation of the asset management. Development of supply of the private banking services for an affluent segment in partnership with the international banks. Attraction of the capital legalised as a part of the capital amnesty
. 
At the stage of “Local Market of Financial Intermediation.” Servicing of the affluent client segment by the private banking departments of the localised asset managers, and of the rich client segment – by the international banks.

At the stage of “Local Financial Centre.” To start investing the customer funds in the local capital market.

At the stage of “International Financial Centre”. Private Banking Centre for the affluent and rich segments of the Central Asian region, North Caucasus and EAEU.

An important separate direction in the regional development of the Private Banking will be commencement of operations in the adjacent to Kazakhstan region of Xinjiang in China, where population is ethnically close to the people of Kazakhstan, and economic relations with which are developing at a quick pace; the region has accumulated significant wealth and tends to offshorisation of this wealth management.

2.7 Additional Direction “Development of Islamic Finance Market”
Development of Islamic Finance is an independent direction in development of AIFC. Development of Islamic Finance in Kazakhstan will require activation of all market elements (demand, supply and infrastructure) and will be aimed at stimulating the capital inflow and associated primarily with development of the alternative banking segment in addition to the traditional one.

Activation of the demand for products consistent with the principles of Islamic Finance will require launching the marketing campaigns with a view to increase public awareness and getting support from the state in terms of promotion of Kazakhstan in the global market of Islamic Finance.

To develop and implement a marketing campaign aimed at increasing awareness of the banking products consistent with the principles of Islamic Finance (including identification of the target audience, selection of channels and ways to communicate the information), it is proposed to engage specialised international marketing agency that has experience in development, organisation and carrying out similar campaigns in the interest of the public authorities, as well as experience in marketing research. It is also necessary to engage domestic PR-companies to take into account the specifics of Kazakhstan. The marketing campaign is offered to be financed at the expense of the state budget of the Republic of Kazakhstan and/or funds of the national companies and/or private companies.

Activation of the supply in the banking sector will require localisation of international Islamic banks and generation of the Islamic financial products by the traditional local banks, and issue of the public debt in accordance with the principles of Islamic Finance in the capital market. Building the infrastructure will require: to consider the issue of drafting the law, which provides for the possibility for the traditional local banks to offer the Islamic financial products; guarantee the Islamic bank’s deposits; provide a mechanism to convert a traditional bank into an Islamic bank and establish a Unified Council for Islamic Finance Principles and the Waqf Fund.

2.7.1 Overview of the Strategic Direction 
Islamic Finance means the provision of services associated with financial instruments and bank products and capital markets, the essence of which is consistent with the principles of Islamic Finance. Islamic Finance is developing rapidly worldwide during the past two decades. By 2013, the total assets amounted to USD 1.6 trillion
. In this regard the assets of Islamic banking accounted for 80% of market and were growing at the rate of 40% per year. Islamic Finance market is highly concentrated: the relevant assets compliant with the principles of Islamic financing of five countries account for 79% of the total Islamic Finance assets - Malaysia (30%), Saudi Arabia (20%), Iran (14%), the United Arab Emirates (9%) and Kuwait (6%)
.

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Development of Islamic Finance in Kazakhstan is at the early stage: the population of Kazakhstan is poorly informed of the essence of Islamic Finance, the offer is limited to one Islamic bank that serves the corporate customers, and there is a significant shortage of qualified personnel.

Nevertheless, Kazakhstan has a potential to develop the Islamic Finance. According to the 2009 census, 70% of the population identify themselves as the Muslims. According to the Gallup Poll 2010, 43% of Kazakhstan population believe that the religion plays an important role in the daily life. This indicator in Malaysia is 96%, Saudi Arabia - 93%, UAE - 91%, Turkey - 82%. Roughly 10% of the Muslims of Kazakhstan will be ready to buy the Islamic Finance products under all conditions, and about 15% - if the conditions are no worse than those offered by the traditional banks. To attract another 75% of the Muslim population, as well as non-Muslims, it will be required to provide more attractive conditions in comparison with the traditional products.

However, an important condition regarding the development of Islamic Finance is that the target audience for its products is all “bankarised” population, and not only the practicing Muslim population.

The main impediments for development of Islamic Finance in Kazakhstan are the low awareness of the population, poor adaptation of the regulation to the rules of Islamic Finance, prohibition for the traditional banks to sell Islamic products, and no guarantee of the Islamic bank’s deposits on the part of the state.

The Concept of Development of the Financial Sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan till 2030 sets the goal for development of Islamic Finance in Kazakhstan – 3-5% of bank assets in 2020. The international experience shows that the goal is rather ambitious:

1)
Turkey increased the share of the bank assets from 1.6% to 5.1% over 10 years
;

2)
Malaysia reached 6.9%, starting from the establishment of the first Islamic bank, in 17 years
.

However, given development of the modern information technology market and volume of banking assets in Kazakhstan, the goal to reach 3-5% of the banking assets in Kazakhstan by 2020 is achievable. By 2020, 5% of the bank assets in Kazakhstan will amount to approximately USD 9.4 billion. Upon condition that four banks are operating, assets of one bank should be, in average, USD 2.3 billion. For reference, the assets of Islamic banks in Turkey amount to USD 7 - 12 billion
.

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2.7.2 Potential
Implementation of seven key measures under the strategic direction “Development of Islamic Finance Market” specified in the Plan of Measures for the implementation of the Action Plan (Annex) will make possible to develop the market of Islamic Finance in Kazakhstan, providing the population with additional funding opportunities and affording access for the people (first of all the practicing Muslim population) to the banking products; and to develop expertise and increase the inflow of investments into Kazakhstan economy. 

Localisation of the international Islamic financial institutions together with the offer of the Islamic products by the traditional banks, raising of the public awareness and consideration of the matter of drafting a law will enable creating a local market of Islamic Finance, which will serve as a basis for development at the regional level. Potentially the total assets of Islamic Finance could reach USD 45.8 billion by 2025, of which the assets of the banking system will account for USD 36.6 billion, or approximately 10% of all banking assets in Kazakhstan in 2025. The volume of capital markets (Sukuk and funds) is planned at the level of USD 9.2 billion by 2025.

Overall, during the period from 2015 to 2025 the revenues of domestic and localised banks from the sale of products compliant with Islamic Finance principles will contribute about USD 300 million to the GDP of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Moreover, development of Islamic Finance in Kazakhstan will result in the inflow of investment, increase in the number of jobs and improvement of the financial literacy of the population.

Development of Islamic Finance in Kazakhstan will require activation of all elements of the market (demand, supply, and infrastructure) and will take place in four stages.

At the stage of “Local Centre of Expertise.” Development and authorisation for the traditional banks to sell the Islamic products and guarantee the Islamic bank’s deposits, and no difficulties in transfer of the property rights. Localisation of the international Islamic banks. Raising awareness of the population. Issue of a part of the public debt in accordance with the Islamic Finance principles.

At the stage of “Local Market of Financial Intermediation.” Raising public awareness and knowledge of international institutions and investors.

At the stage of “Local Financial Centre.” The issue of public debt for the infrastructure products in accordance with the Islamic Finance principles. The issue of Islamic Finance products on Kazakhstan Stock Exchange.

At the stage of “International Financial Centre.” Entry to the international market.

2.8 Supporting Direction “Creation of Favourable Business Environment” 
2.8.1 Special Economic Zone
According to the Edict of the President it is proposed to formalise a special status of a financial centre in the legislation. It is proposed to create a free economic zone AIFC in the territory of the international specialised exhibition EXPO - 2017 in the city of Astana. Similarly to the world leading financial centres the following preferences are offered as a part of the FEZ AIFC:

1) it is provided that the members of the Centre will be exempt from the corporate income tax for 10 years with regard to income received in the territory of the Centre, and from individual income tax withheld at source of payment of income earned in the form of dividends and income of employees of the Centre participants;

2) refund of the value added tax in case of purchasing goods in the territory of the Centre for the employees who are non-residents of the Republic of Kazakhstan, and for the Centre participants;

3) opportunity for the Centre participants to engage foreign work force without obtaining quotas and permits;

4) a simplified registration regime based on the “single window” principle in issuance of visas, work permits and other requests in the territory of AIFC;

5) possibility of granting certain privileges and preferences for members of the Centre.

Arrangements to fulfil this direction are disclosed in the annex to this Action Plan.
2.8.2 Legal Regulation 
Existence of the transparent, understandable and sufficiently predictable law enforcement practice is a cornerstone, on which the confidence of all market participants to a particular financial centre is built. 

International experience – regulatory system 
The regulatory system in the largest and most successful financial centres of the world such as New York, London, Hong Kong, Dubai, Singapore, Toronto, Chicago and Sydney is built on the principles of the so-called English law. The system built on the basis of the English case law is the most transparent for the majority of the financial market players and reduces significantly the barriers for the market entry. According to the Russian law firm “Yegorov, Puginsky, Afanasiev and Partners”, the English law is widely used in Russia to structure the complex and important transactions of mergers, acquisitions, project finance and attraction of foreign capital. 

Full-scale development of AIFC as a competitive regional centre with the active involvement of international investors and companies is not possible without ensuring the international law standard.  This standard should be ensured by dissemination of the English case law in the territory of AIFC as well as its application in disputes between the market participants and public authorities of the Republic of Kazakhstan. DIFC is a successful example of the English law dissemination and its experience can be applied in the establishment of such a system in AIFC.

The final model should be formation of the special jurisdiction in the territory AIFC under the Constitution of Kazakhstan, with its own commercial and civil law reproduced following the pattern of the English law, in the English language (for the avoidance of doubt), and a reference to the original source in the English law, in case of uncertainty.

Establishment of an independent financial court that has the qualified judges with practical experience in countries with the jurisdiction of English law (Singapore, Dubai, and Hong Kong) is an obligatory element in protection the rights of AIFC participants. 

Independent AIFC jurisdiction based on the English law should apply to the main directions of the law governing activity of the AIFC entities/participants: civil, commercial, corporate law, regulation of labour relationships, securities market and trust management. The law of the Republic of Kazakhstan shall continue applying to the matters related to migration and criminal law. Transition to a new system of law is a process that requires significant time and efforts. Therefore, it is necessary to provide for an intermediate model. There are two options:

1. to “contract” one of the English law jurisdictions, for example DIFC to develop the standard contracts following the pattern of contracts used DIFC, and adjudication of disputes of participants in the DIFC courts (an option that is the fastest to implement and average in terms of the costs);

2. to extend the English law on the participants of AIFC, legal entities registered in the territory of FEZ AIFC included in the appropriate register of the AIFC executive body and carrying out operations from the list approved by the Government of Kazakhstan upon the recommendations of the National Bank of Kazakhstan. In this case, it is necessary to develop and approve separately the criteria to determine the AIFC participants and include thereof in the register. Disputes concerning operations subject to application of the AIFC rules will be considered in this context under the English law.

Arrangements to implement this direction are disclosed in the Plan of Measures for the implementation of the Action Plan (Annex).

2.8.3 Market and IT-infrastructure
An effective, well-balanced and understandable infrastructure of the financial centre is one of the key success factors.

Currently the Kazakhstan Stock Exchange has a fully-functioning legal framework, the general management systems of the Exchange, operational risk management system, elaborated rules and procedures for the information disclosure for both investors and issuers, and comprehensive reporting forms for regulatory bodies. 
IT technologies are one of the critical factors of the AIFC competitiveness. It is necessary to build an effective infrastructure of the up-to-date data centres (data consolidation, processing and storage centres) with high levels of performance and speed, fault- and disaster tolerance, and cybersecurity, in accordance with international standards.

A single cluster of the geographically distributed data centres of the NB in Astana and Almaty interconnected via high-speed communication channels will become a basis. In this regard, the city of Almaty will host a backup data repository providing its services to the AIFC participants. To reduce transaction costs the AIFC participants will need to introduce actively the high-speed international communication channels.

However, to achieve the goals of the AIFC strategy under development, it will be required to fulfil a number of arrangements to broaden the range of the market infrastructure elements presented in the annex to this Action Plan.

2.8.4 Human Capital
Human capital development is one of the key success factors in development of the financial centre, as it ensures a high level of financial services and compliance with the international standards. Development of a local professional community will be an additional benefit, as it reduces the costs of financial service providers, on the one hand, and allows considering better the local market specifics, on the other hand. 

As with other financial centres, development of human capital is necessary for development of AIFC, which fact is evidenced by the results of the survey of the participants of the financial market of Kazakhstan: 88% of respondents agreed that development of the human capital would be one of the key conditions for the AIFC development.

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The level of human capital development in Kazakhstan lags behind that of other financial centres. Moreover, underdevelopment of certain directions of the financial market (for example, Private Banking, Islamic Finance) means that Kazakhstan’s market lacks expertise in the relevant directions.

In this context, it is proposed to implement a number of arrangements (see Annex) aimed at increasing the overall level of human capital in the financial industry.

Best practices: development of the human capital in Singapore, 2002

Human capital development is one of the elements of Singapore's strategy for the financial centre development. Below are the main activities related to the human capital development conducted in 2002.

Recommendation 1. To elevate status of the initiatives related to education and training:

1) to announce the human capital development at the national level; develop a vision, set goals and target results;
2) to increase the number of professionals involved in the human capital development;
3) to review the minimum standards;
4) to implement a system of certification;
5) to involve the associations of the financial market participants.

Recommendation 2. To elevate the international status of Singapore in the area of education:

1) to present Singapore as a leading centre of education with a recognised certification system, high-quality education, research and training system.

2.8.5 Internal and External Logistics 
Existence of the extensive regional high-speed traffic arteries, modern transport infrastructure and public transport, as well as a wide and comfortable for the passenger geography of international flights from the local airport is a prerequisite to ensure the inflow of business activity to the financial centre
International experience – organisation of public transport 
Abu Dhabi metro consists of 4 lines and 82 stations (2 additional stations are under construction). Singapore metro includes 5 lines and 107 stations. In addition, metro in Abu Dhabi and Singapore can deliver directly from the city to the airport. Currently, there is no metro in Astana.

Thus, 70% of the interviewed professional players of the financial sector noted the need to modernise the internal and external transport and logistic infrastructure for further development of AIFC.

In this regard, to develop AIFC it shall be required to implement a number of measures, which are disclosed in the annex to the Plan of Measures and aimed at strengthening of the regional and international transport accessibility of Astana

International experience – organisation of air traffic
While Air Astana air company offers a limited number of air routes (28), the main airlines of Abu Dhabi (Emirates) and Singapore (Singapore Airlines and 67 competing air carriers) fly to more than 100 and 60 geographic areas, respectively. Astana airport infrastructure and organisation structure experience difficulties in coping with annual load (long queues are formed during the periods of the peak loads). The annual capacity of airports in Abu Dhabi and Singapore is more than 15 million and 50 million passengers, respectively.

2.8.6 Urban and Social Infrastructure
Well-developed urban and social infrastructure is an important factor for development of the financial centre. International companies, qualified foreign specialists and their families prefer to localise the business, work and live in metropolitan areas with the modern and high-quality urban and social infrastructure.

To withstand competition with other financial centres, the city of Astana should develop a long-term approach to the formation and development of the urban and social infrastructure, and to synchronise this process with the development of AIFC.

In accordance with the Edict of the President, AIFC is planned to be allocated in the territory of the international specialised exhibition EXPO-2017. In this context, the infrastructure of the territory as a fully autonomous metropolitan area is a distinguishing factor in development of AIFC. According to the master plan of construction of the exhibition territory, the to-be-built area shall have offices, trading, residential and service infrastructure. A five-star hotel is planned to be built in the territory of exhibition; moreover this area shall border the residential area.

Once the exhibition ends, it is planned to make arrangements to transfer the individual objects of EXPO-2017 to ensure functioning of AIFC and prepare the office premises for accommodation of the executive body of the Centre (AIFC JSC), the regulator (the Committee for Regulation of the Activities of Members of the Centre), the Financial Court of the Centre and its members, with release from rental payment for the period of up to 2 years. It is also planned to accommodate the Kazakhstan Stock Exchange Joint-Stock Company and Academy of AIFC in the territory of the exhibition.

At the same time the issue will be considered to include “Abu Dhabi Plaza” multifunctional complex” in the jurisdiction of AIFC, which will allow increasing the total areas of the financial centre, integrate the AIFC transport infrastructure by bringing the bounds of its jurisdiction close to the state-administrative district of the city of Astana, and creating a harmonious architectural ensemble similar to the image of DIFC.

A key factor in the successful operation of the international financial centre is the availability of flight connections with the major international financial centres worldwide. Currently Astana is connected by direct flights with the cities of Frankfurt on the Main and London. It is necessary to have the direct flights to Dubai, Geneva, Hong Kong, Singapore, Shanghai, Beijing, Seoul, Istanbul and Tokyo.

The most important condition for the financial centre functioning is its transport connections with the international airport, residential, shopping and entertainment areas, as well as with the centres of services. Roadmap of EXPO-2017 assumes its direct connection to the international airport of Astana, and the administrative and business centre of the city by means of the high-speed motor transport route.

Construction of the additional terminal at Astana airport of the total area of 40 thousand square meters is planned for 2015. Operations of the new terminal will almost double the airport capacity. Now the capacity is 750 passengers per peak hour. In the future, it will increase up to 1375 people per hour.

An important factor influencing the financial centre development is a well-developed hotel infrastructure. It is required to create favourable conditions for further promotion and development of the tourism industry in Kazakhstan, which will lead, in particular, to activation of the hospitality industry and construction of new hotels designed to service both the tourists and participants of the financial centre.

It should be noted that a number of initiatives aimed at improvement of the urban and social infrastructure has been already implemented as a part of the Master Plan of Astana Development. At the same time, in order to attract highly qualified specialists for permanent employment in AIFC and residence in Astana, it shall be required to implement a set of measures for further development and modernisation of the social and urban infrastructure, which are described in the Plan of Measures for Implementation of the Action Plan (Annex).

2.8.7 Other Factors of AIFC Development
Realisation of the Action Plan for establishment and development of AIFC as a long-term project, including conducting the financial, social, urban and other public transformations, relates to both the implementation of initiatives that directly contribute to the AIFC growth and removing major barriers preventing from its further development.

In this regard, the following transformations are proposed as a part of AIFC development:

1. Promotion to attraction, repatriation and localisation of the qualified professionals in the territory of AIFC:

1)
to consider possibility of amending the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On the Legal Status of Foreigners” in terms of granting the right to the citizens temporarily residing in the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan/participating in AIFC to acquire and invest in the local real estate in order to provide the qualified foreign specialists with additional benefits from the localisation in the territory of AIFC.
2. Stimulation of entry of the new target audience to Kazakhstan’s capital markets:

1)
to provide for the possibility to organise an e-auction on the trading floor of Kazakhstan Stock Exchange for individuals related to the bank deposits and foreign currency transactions with a view to improve the financial literacy of the population, gradually build-up liquidity as a result of the growth of the retail segment of the capital markets.

3 Realisation of the Action Plan for AIFC Establishment and Development
Realisation of the Action Plan is a long-term project that requires implementation of a number of initiatives and involvement of a large number of participants, on the part of both the government and business community.

While the success of the project depends directly on the efforts of each participant, AIFC development is not a primary function for many of the parties involved. Therefore, there is a risk that the tasks set will not be fulfilled in full; the scheduled dates will not be observed and, as a result, the achievement of the common goal to build a financial centre in the city of Astana will fail.

That is why, implementation of these actions in a package, across the entire spectrum of the action plan, and not on a selective basis, separately, will be the most important factor in the success of the Action Plan realisation. 

View of the market participants
According to 90% of the interviewed participants of the financial sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the AIFC development goals can be achieved only on condition of the considerable efforts on the part of both the government and business.

“I am sure that without a strong political will at the highest level the AIFC development would be very difficult.” 
“There are no “tasks impossible” in Kazakhstan: when I see what has become of Astana for 10 years, I realise that everything is possible. You need three things: will and support from the very top level, unity of the task for all executive agencies, and availability of professionals. "

For detailed measures for implementation of the Action Plan, please, see Appendix to this document.

3.1 AIFC Structure and Management
Based on analysis of the best external practices of regulation of the financial centre operation (primarily those established purposefully (Singapore, Dubai), and not spontaneously) and internal assumptions, including the current regulatory structure of the financial sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the basic recommendations have been identified, the observance of which is required to form the effective structure and governance system of AIFC:

1)
a comprehensive and coordinated public support;

2)
effective feedback and protection of the lawful interests of the residents of AIFC.

To follow these recommendations it is proposed to establish the following management structure of AIFC:

1) to set up the National Council for AIFC Development under the President of Kazakhstan as the highest governing body of AIFC;

2) to set up a working group under the National Council for AIFC Development and impose thereon the functions of the Project Management Office that will exercise the operational control over implementation of the Action Plan;

3) to establish an executive body - a joint stock company under the NB to ensure the operations of AIFC and management of FEZ AIFC;

4) to establish a Committee for Regulation of the Activities of the AIFC participants under the NB. 

Within a framework of Kazakhstan participation in the EAEU, it is also planned to locate in AIFC a supranational authority for regulation of the financial market of the EAEU member states.

The competence of the National Council for AIFC Development shall include approval of the key directions for the Centre development in the long term, coordination of all other authorities empowered to promote development of the Centre, and exercise control over implementation of the Action Plan for AIFC Establishment and Development. 

The main objectives of the AIFC Joint-Stock Company shall include support of the AIFC operations and management of FEZ AIFC, including:

1) implementation of the approved strategy AIFC, development of rules, policies, maintenance of the register of the AIFC members;

2) development and implementation of the marketing strategy aimed at formation of a positive image of AIFC in the international business community, building of partnerships, promotion of AIFC at the regional and international levels;

3) search for and engagement of potential participants for localisation in the territory of AIFC;

4) comprehensive support for all aspects of the localisation of the future residents AIFC using the “single window” mode;

5) rendering assistance in the process of applying for a license by the AIFC participants, visa support, residence permit, office accommodation;

6) monitoring of the activities of the AIFC participants to provide feedback and form proposals aimed at improving the AIFC efficiency; 
7) as agreed with the National Bank, management and coordination of the operations of the property complex that forms the infrastructure of AIFC (AIFC Academy, Central Securities Depository JSC, AIFC rating agency, specialised educational foundation on the basis of the AIFC Academy and others);

8) engagement of highly qualified foreign employees for managerial positions in the management of international financial centres, auditing and other areas.

A top foreign specialist that has experience in implementing similar projects in one or more of the financial centres of the world is proposed to be invited to the position of the chief executive officer of the joint-stock company. 
In the short and medium term said body should function as an institution subordinated to the National Bank. However, in the long term, as a part of improvement of the management and expansion of geographical presence, it is advisable to consider the inclusion of the local market leading players and/or representatives of the financial centre - a potential AIFC partner (e.g. Dubai, Singapore, Istanbul, etc.) in the founders of the body. The possibility is also considered to open the representative offices of the AIFC JSC in the leading international financial centres of the world for the purpose of networking and promotion of AIFC internationally.

Similar to Dubai Financial Services Authority (DFSA), AIFC entities shall be regulated by the Committee for Regulation of Activities of the AIFC Entities under the NB. This Committee will function as the financial regulator, oversee all sectors of the financial market, deal with development of the regulatory framework for the AIFC participants, issue licenses, and make decisions on compliance of participants AIFC with high international standards imposed by the Committee.

Specifics of functioning of the AIFC main institutions comprise:

1)
Kazakhstan Stock Exchange is a single trading floor for all transactions related to the AIFC participants;

2) 
Central Depository is a single depository for transactions of the AIFC participants in the stock market. 

3) 
AIFC Financial Court is an independent judicial body that adjudicates civil and commercial disputes between the Centre participants on the basis of the English case law as well as an international arbitration centre of AIFC;

4)
the NB Master's programme and AIFC Academy are the basic local institutions for staff training and advanced training of the AIFC members; 

5)
the rating agency is a self-regulated organisation, which will become the major rating agency of AIFC. The Agency shall be transformed on the basis of the NB subsidiary – “RFCA Rating Agency” JSC in the partnership with one or more international rating agencies or international Big Three (Moody's, S & P, Fitch and others) 
 and provide services not only to the AIFC participants, but also to the private businesses
;
6)
the Specialised Educational Fund of the National Bank for Support of AIFC and Financial Education (the Fund on the basis of the AIFC Academy) is a special fund created to increase the qualification level of the AIFC participants, organise trainings, courses, internships, training in the best educational institutions of the region and the world. This educational foundation on the basis of the AIFC Academy needs to be organised following the pattern of the currently operating Bahrain Institute of Banking and Finance (BIBF). BIBF is funded through allocation of 1% of annual expenses on education of the staff of banks and financial institutions regulated by the Central Bank of Bahrain (CBB). The market participants, in their turn, may use the services of an educational fund on acceptable and favourable terms.

Commodity exchanges of Kazakhstan
 are not included in the plan of AIFC development due to lack of scale of operations, which can justify their significant role. Scale effect is a key factor in the success of a commodity exchange. The country, in whose territory one or other successful global commodity exchange is located should import or export the volume of goods (oil, metals, grain) of at least 5% of the global balance of supply and demand for a particular group of products. According to the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO), a global balance of supply and demand in 2013 amounted to 713.2 million metric tons; Kazakhstan produces annually 13.9 million tons (about 2% of the global balance). According to this parameter Kazakhstan cannot compete in the global context. However, there is certain potential for the commodity exchange focused on the regional scale (Central Asian countries), and only for a certain group of products (oil products and grain) 
. For the commodity exchanges to develop successfully and play an important role locally should meet three main prerequisites for development: 
1) liberalisation of state regulation of prices on the basic product categories - the underlying assets of the exchange (primarily on oil products and grain);

2) introduction of the standardised contracts and, where possible, centralised payment schemes;

3) building up the trading volumes to ensure market liquidity in case of consolidation of volumes. 
With a view of ensuring the AIFC operation, the following activities shall be provided for:

1)
To ensure functioning of AIFC effective from 1 January 2016 with its deployment in the territory of the international specialised exhibition EXPO-2017 effective from 1 January 2018;

2)
Beginning from 1 January 2016 it will be required to proceed to registration of the organisations as the members of AIFC, including their actual deployment in the territory of the international specialised exhibition EXPO-2017 effective from 1 January 2018;

3)
Effective from 1 January 2018 it shall be necessary to take measures concerning transfer of certain objects of the international specialised exhibition EXPO-2017 to ensure functioning of AIFC and prepare the office premises to accommodate the Centre and its participants, with release from payment of rentals for a period of 2 years.

3.2 Establishment of the Project Management Office and Control over the Action Plan Implementation
The Project Management Office (Project Management Office, hereinafter - PMO) shall carry out its operations as a part of the executive body of AIFC development (a joint-stock company under the National Bank to support AIFC operations) and be directly subordinated to the CEO of the executive body.

PMO main objectives in the implementation of the Action Plan for AIFC Development shall be:

1)
to monitor the progress of the project;

2)
to ensure effective coordination among the parties involved;

3)
to assist in addressing the problems and identifying the risks;

4)
to make timely amendments to the Action Plan;

5)
to make strategic communications with internal and external shareholders concerning AIFC development (jointly with the business units of the executive body for AIFC development responsible for marketing support and business development).

Fulfilment of these objectives shall be based on the PMO establishment in accordance with the following principles:

Principle 1. To have a dedicated team possessing the sufficient competences and powers.

Principle 2. To confer PMO with sufficiently high status for effective cooperation with the government structures, and provide with the leverages for promotion of the necessary initiatives.
PMO structure
To provide full-scale operations of PMO in each directions of AIFC development it shall be required to allocate a certain number of employees for each of the following four directions:

1)
development of the capital markets;

2)
development of the markets and expertise in the directions “Asset Management” and “Private Banking”;

3)
development of Islamic Finance markets;
4)
creation of favourable business environment.

AIFC PMO shall be, at the same time, a part of the executive body for AIFC development and a working group under the National Council for AIFC Development, consisting of the officials responsible for development of the AIFC directions, including deputy heads of the government bodies concerned. On the one hand, it will raise the status of PMO and promotes effective cooperation with the government agencies, and, on the other hand, it will allow speeding up the solution of the problems through direct access to the National Council for AIFC Development.

Process of the PMO cooperation with the market players 
The PMO staff shall cooperate with the parties involved in development of the respective direction on a regular basis, as and when necessary. Following the performance results, a PMO employee shall generate and send the CEO of the AIFC executive body the Action Plan progress report for certain direction and identified supplies, risks and requirements to other organisations.

The CEO of the AIFC executive body shall regularly hold PMO meetings with the officials responsible for development of the directions and with the parties involved – i.e. business units of the NB and other agencies responsible for implementation of the Action Plan. Following the meeting, decisions shall be made on the issues obtained from the PMO staff; if necessary the amendments shall be made and the Action Plan progress report shall be generated.

Meetings of the National Council for AIFC Development shall be held at least twice a year. As a part of preparation for the meeting, the secretariat shall prepare a report on the status of the project implementation and issues that require support on the part of the National Council. 
Objectives and powers of the PMO staff 
The objectives of the PMO staff shall include the following:

1)
monitoring and assessment of compliance of the progress in development of the directions with the Action Plan;

2)
collection of information on the risks and proposals concerning potential changes in the Action Plan;

3)
ensuring cooperation of all parties involved in the development of the relevant directions;
4)
rendering of expert support to the relevant direction, including that with the involvement of international experts, with regard to development of individual elements and direction in the whole;

5)
providing information to the CEO of the AIFC executive body on the Action Plan progress and identified proposals, risks;

6)
preparation of the report on the status of the project implementation and issues requiring support on the part of the National Council for AIFC Development (including requirements to other government agencies and financial market participants, conflicts and unresolved issues, proposals for significant changes in the Action Plan);

7)
cooperation with the AIFC key partners, investors and representatives of the journalistic community (together with the business unit of the AIFC executive body responsible for marketing support and business development).

To enable the PMO staff to achieve effectively their objectives, they should be conferred with the appropriate powers:

1) to request and receive from the government agencies, financial market participants, AIF structures directly involved in the development of AIFC directions, information on the progress in the implementation of the Action Plan (timing), status of implementation of the plan (key performance indicators (KPI), resources);

2) to appoint meetings and conduct seminars with participation of the parties involved in the development of the particular direction; and 
3) to raise the issue of engagement of the employees of the government agencies, educational institutions, public companies, international experts, specialists and organisations, including on a contractual basis, to perform certain actions as a part of the AIFC development and searching into the matters.
